Rationale for Music Education

1) Music is a potential in every individual that, like all potential, should be developed to its fullest.

The semantics of music is the most complete and
universal language.

6) Music is history. Music usually reflects the environment and times of it’s creating often even the country
and/or racial feeling.

Children need to know about
Beethoven, Mozart, the Beatles as well as Newton and Einstein.

8) Music is a Physical Education. It requires fantastic coordination of fingers, hands, arms, legs, lips, cheek
and facial muscles in addition to extraordinary control of the diaphragm, back, stomach, and chest muscles,
which respond instantly to the sound the ear hears and the mind interprets.
